The meeting started with discussion on the common topics from the banquet questionnaires.

1.	Playoffs.  Too long of a day and the venue is overcrowded.
Proposed was having the first round completed either the Wednesday or Friday prior to the playoff Saturday. This would allow us to start later on Saturday and prevent any bye teams from having a long wait time.
The attendees suggested A&B and C&D have separate playoff dates. This idea was not pursued because the executive would have to monitor 2 separate playoffs.

2.	Start time of league night being changed to an earlier time. After much discussion the proposed start time will be 7:30 with the minimum of (3) three team players being there by 8:15 to prevent a forfeit.
Another option was having A&B stay with a start time of 8:00pm and C&D starting at 7:30pm.
In either choice the captains can still call each other to make other arrangements as is currently happening.

[bookmark: _Int_wh2csUuC]3.	Can venues be checked again for compliance. It was mentioned that another pub crawl will be completed at the executive’s earliest convenience.

4.	A hard copy of the rules & regulations be given to each team. One will be provided once this season’s changes have been made.

[bookmark: _Int_LcPbWdP4]5.	League fees are too high. A change was voted on and passed in September of 2023 to raise the fees from $400 to $500. By a show of hands, it was agreed that this change will stand.

6.	Hold a second fun tournament.  By a show of hands, it was agreed that a second tournament will be added this season. Date to be determined.

New Business:
1.	The New website is up and running. This is a work in progress and any suggestions should be addressed to Media Relations. The address is thunderbaydarts.ca.

2.	Dart Connect has been purchased for the League. James will be setting it up once all teams have registered and will let team captains know if any additional information is required. 
3.	Proposed rule change to incorporate playoff rule into league play.
“All team players in attendance and eligible to participate must play a singles match before another player on the same team can play a second singles match”. 
Motion made by Andrea Clavet and seconded by Ryan Grierson.

4.	Tie Break.  Currently a tie is decided by legs won and then head-to-head.
The proposed change is that if 1 or more teams are tied, head-to-head should determine the winner first and then legs won.
Motion made by Christine Stark and seconded by Rejean Langlois.

5.	Spares. Proposed change to remove the allowance of (1) spare per team and put them all on a “Spare List” on the web page for all teams to access.

Lakehead Dart League
Rules and Regulations amendments proposed August 12, 2024
Current wording,
11.8 Teams may register up to a maximum of 8 players. An additional spare may be registered with a specific team with approval from the Executive. Such spare is ineligible to play in any weekly match if the team has all registered players in attendance.
Proposed changes (in bold),
11.8 Teams may register up to a maximum of 8 players.
11.8.1 Any players not registered to a ream and wishing to play will be entered onto a spare list on the website thunderbaydarts.ca. Such players may, at their discretion, play for any team that contacts them to spare on any given week of the regular season schedule.
11.8.2 Spares may only be picked up to create a team of 5 players and will not outnumber regular signed players on that team.
11.8.3 Teams may register players from the spare list in which case that player will be removed and only be eligible to play on their registered team for the remainder of the season and are no eligible to return to the spare list during that same season.
11.8.4 Players on the spare list are ineligible to play in the playoffs.
Current wording,
13.5 Unless otherwise agreed upon, matches will be played as per the schedule on Wednesday night and must start no later than 8:00pm.
Proposed changes (in bold),
13.5 Unless otherwise agreed upon, matches will be played as per the schedule on Wednesday night and must start no later than 7:30pm.
Current wording,
13.6 Both teams are required to have at least three players at the scheduled venue no later than 8:15pm or 15 minutes after the agreed upon start time or the match will be forfeited, and the opposing team will receive a win.
Proposed changes,
13.6 Both teams are required to have at least three players at the scheduled venue no later than 8:15pm or the match will be forfeited, and the opposing team will receive a win.
Current wording,
14.5 A team with only 3 players, providing the opposing team has more than 3 players, shall forfeit one singles match and will determine where that forfeit will occur in the singles lineup. One player may play two singles matches.
Proposed changes (in bold),
14.5 A team with only 3 players, providing the opposing team has more than 3 players, shall forfeit one singles match and will determine where that forfeit will occur in the singles lineup. After all eligible players have played a singles match, one player may play a second match. Where a player has a reasonable reason, and with the agreement of both team captains, a player may opt out of playing a singles match and a second player may play the match in their place. This cannot be the same player that plays twice in the above-mentioned scenario. Where team captains cannot agree on the reasonable reason, that team will forfeit 2 singles matches.
*This rule will also replace 17.3 under Playoff Format.
Current wording,
15.1 When two or more teams are tied at the end of a session, pursuant to scoring as set out in 13.10, and one or more of the teams tied will be relegated or demoted, final position will be determined by:
a) Total number of matches won per night in the relevant session,
b) Count-back or head-to-head result between the team(s) affected.
Proposed changes (in bold),
15.1 When two or more teams are tied at the end of a session, pursuant to scoring as set out in 13.10, and one or more of the teams tied will be relegated or demoted, final position will be determined by:
a) Count-back or head-to-head result between the team(s) affected,
b) Total number of matches won per night in the relevant session (leg differential).
New proposals,
1. To hold the first round of the playoffs on Friday night to alleviate waiting time for teams that have a bye round.
2. To hold the playoffs at a larger venue to allow for more space for matches to be played.
